PACT:  Peers Actively Communicating with Teens

Peer pressure, resistance skills, pregnancy prevention, and youth empowerment are the goals of this abstinence based program for teens.  The program, currently in its 19th year at the Community Y, utilizes high school sophomores, juniors and seniors who have been selected on the basis of maturity and ability to relate to others.  They are required to complete 35 hours of PACT training during their sophomore year.  The teens then present programs using role-plays, humor and question and answer segments, designed to empower middle school youth to make informed decisions about their sexual behavior, and to increase awareness of the consequences of their behavior.
